presentation of the course

During the individual lessons on the instrument and the debates, several topics will be addressed concerning performance practice on repertoire for fortepiano solo and chamber literature with fortepiano in the late 1700s, with particular reference to music by Haydn, Mozart and early Beethoven. Attention will be mainly focused on aspects relating to syntactic articulation and accent rules within the musical phrase, embellishment rules, mensural indications, with specific reference to examples offered by music and treatises of the time. This masterclass is open to those who already have experience on historical intruments, but also to those who wish to get closer to historically informed performance practice.

In order to guarantee efficiency and accurate tuning of the instruments available for lessons and practice, all fortepianos will be regularly tuned by Umberto Debiaggi, restorer and maker of historical keyboard instruments. There will also be an introduction to  keyboard instruments maintenance and tuning.

programme
One-to-one lessons: 

each participant or chamber ensemble will take part in 4 individual lessons.

A detailed timetable of the lessons will be arranged at the beginning of the course. 

Debates: 

during the masterclass there will also be three moments dedicated to debates on the following topics:

· Urtext publications and “original” instruments: consonance and necessity

· Grace notes, ties and other parameters within new “aesthetics”

· Instruments tuning and maintenance, by Umberto Debiaggi

All material needed for these debates (musical examples, extracts from texts, bibliographies) will be available at the beginning of the course or sent previously by email. 

INSTRUMENTS

The following instruments will be available for lessons and practice: 

- grand fortepiano, after Walter und Sohn (Vienna c. 1805), made by Paul McNulty (Prague, 2004), five and a half octaves, fa-do; knee levers for sustain and moderator; pitch: a’= 430 Hz

- historical square pianos available for individual practice

Concerts: 

At the end of the course there will be a concert held by all participants, on Sunday 6th September at 17:00 at the “Pinacoteca del Palazzo dei Musei” in Varallo (VC). This concert is part of the programme of the 2015 Edition of Gaudete! Internationale Early Music Festival – a reference point for many years, for the so called Early Music.

The programme of the concert will be decided during the course and a brochure will be distributed during the concert with all the details.

During the concert 
At the end of each day of lessons it will also be possible to arrange for an hour of performance during which re-elaborate the lessons of the day.

All participants will be issued a Certificate of Participation to the Fortepiano Masterclass at the end of the course.
